Security Policy and Schools Emergency Plan
The Health and Safety has utilised a template for a Schools Emergency Plan developed by Nottingham County Council. This details the actions and contacts required for emergency situations and, over and above the normal requirements, it includes,
· SHELTER – covering emergencies such as flooding, transport accidents or chemical spills and identifies the need to plan for three simple steps, i.e. Go In, Stay In, Tune In

· Grab Bags (Contingency Kits) – that are to be used during any incident that involve 'invacuation', lock-down or shelter-inplace and highlights examples of essential equipment to be taken when there is a need to evacuate. 

As a result the Security Guidelines have been reviewed and updated and contains full details of what are required for SHELTER and Grab Bags. 
Head teachers are required to:

1) Adopt the revised Security Guidelines;
2) Develop and test procedures in line with the Security Guidelines; and
3) Adopt and complete the Schools Emergency Plan, ensuring that relevant school staff are aware of their responsibilities.
