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1. Introduction
This policy is reinforcement of AfPE “Safe Practice in Physical Education & School Sport” Document 2020.  All individuals responsible for the leadership and management of safe practice in schools should ensure they have a copy of the new updated AfPE Safe Practice document as this is Halton Borough Council’s safety policy for PE.
The responsibility for safety is a matter for all involved – 
Good practice is safe practice
· Facilities and equipment for teaching or training must be checked for suitability and safety before each use

· All pupils must be taught to be safe participants and safe spectators

· Care must be taken in all events when the ground is wet – throwing and hurdling are particularly hazardous in wet weather

1. Roles & Responsibilities
Head teacher;

· Ensure guidance is followed and adopted as policy; ‘Safe Practice in Physical Education & School Sport 2020’.
· Ensure appropriate risk assessments are in place for both facilities, activities and off site activities.

· Ensure staff are appropriately trained.

Teachers;

· Follow guidance (policy) as advised by Head teacher.

· Follow risk assessments and procedures in place for facilities, activities and off site activities.
